3.5 Pixel Errors

LCD displays are made up of a set number of pixels and each pixel is made from 3 sub-pixels; one
Red, one Blue and one Green. Every sub-pixel is addressed by its own transistor and so the manufac-
ture of a glass substrate is very complex. Due to the nature of the manufacturing process, occasional
defects can occur. Pixel defects or failures cannot be fixed or repaired and can happen at any stage

in the LCD’s life.

3.6 Troubleshooting

Picture is too dark.

Make sure BRIGHTNESS setting is not set too low. Check to see BRIGHTNESS setting. Lamp may
have malfunctioned.

Remote control does not work.

Change the batteries. Make sure the infrared transmitter window is not receiving strong light such
as light from fluorescent lamps.

No picture from AV OUT
terminal.

Make sure AV INPUT is not set. Make sure the input source is set to other than AV.

The picture is not sharp. The
picture moves.

The reception may be weak. The state of the broadcast may also be bad. Make sure the antenna
is facing the right direction. Make sure the outside antenna is not disconnected.

The picture is doubled or
tripled.

There may be interference from cars, trains, high voltage lines, neon lights, etc. There may be
interference between the antenna cable and power cable. Try positioning them further apart.

There are stripes on the screen
or colours fade.

Is the unit receiving interference from other devices? Transmission antennas of radio broadcasting
stations and transmission antennas of amateur radios and cellular phones may also cause inter-
ference Use the unit as far apart as possible from devices that may cause possible interference.

There is no digital TV reception

Check model number of screen does not have a “B” suffix. This denotes it is a basic specifica-
tion unit and does not therefore have a digital tuner fitted. Also check that the aerial is digital
compatible.
